2011  Lincoln County Apple Festival
 Farmers Market Guidelines

(1) Farmers who wish to sell certain agricultural products may do so in the farmers market area on West Main Street.  Unlike the Lincoln County Farmers Market, all products must be grown by the vendor.

(2) Farmers from Lincoln County are eligible to participate as well as farmers from adjacent counties. 

(3) Farmers may sell the following items which they produce -- vegetables, fruits (other than apples), honey, plants, and cut flowers.  Fruit juices, ciders, jams, and jellies are allowed if the fruit was grown by the seller and processed according to all applicable government regulations.  Jams and jellies processed at home must be prepared in a kitchen inspected by the NC Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services. Boiled and roasted peanuts are allowed if the peanuts were grown by the seller and the vendor has a peanut processing letter..  Among the many items which can't be sold in this area are crafts, processed foods such as pickles, salsa, wine, meat, and baked goods.

(4) The fee is $25.  Vendors may request a maximum of two spaces.

(6) The area must be left clean.  Failure to follow festival guidelines may lead to an individual being barred from future participation in the festival.

(7) The farmers market area will be in front of the Lincoln County Library on West Main Street.  Each participant will be furnished with a space 12’ wide. Vehicles must be  parked facing the curb unless the vendor has two spaces.  Vehicles should be in place no later than 7:30 a.m. on the morning of the festival and must stay in place until 4:30 p.m.   After vendors are set up, there must be an adequate fire lane for emergency vehicles.

(8) The festival does not furnish power in this area and no generators are allowed.

(9) Each vendor must follow all governmental food safety and labeling requirements

which are applicable to their products.  Product liability is the sole responsibility of 

the vendor.
(10) Return all applications with payment by mail or in person from August 1 and September 1.
